Item 1.         Security and Issuer 
This Amendment No. 21 to Schedule 13D on the Common  Stock of 
Curtiss-Wright Corporation  (the "Issuer") is being  filed on behalf of the 
undersigned to amend the Schedule 13D, as amended ( the "Schedule 13D") which 
was originally filed on August 19, 1988.  Unless ot herwise indicated, all 
capitalized terms used herein but not defined herei n shall have the same 
meanings as set forth in the Schedule 13D. 
 
Item 2.         Identity and Background 
                This statement is being filed by Ma rio J. Gabelli ("Mario 
Gabelli") and various entities which he directly or  indirectly controls or for 
which he acts as chief investment officer.  These e ntities, except for Lynch 



Corporation ("Lynch") and Lynch Interactive Corpora tion ("Interactive"), 
engage in various aspects of the securities busines s, primarily as investment 
adviser to various institutional and individual cli ents, including registered 
investment companies and pension plans, and as gene ral partner of various 
private investment partnerships.  Certain of these entities may also make 
investments for their own accounts. 
        The foregoing persons in the aggregate ofte n own beneficially more than 
5% of a class of a particular issuer.  Although sev eral of the foregoing 
persons are treated as institutional investors for purposes of reporting their 
beneficial ownership on the short-form Schedule 13G , the holdings of those who 
do not qualify as institutional investors may excee d the 1% threshold presented 
for filing on Schedule 13G or implementation of the ir investment philosophy may 
from time to time require action which could be vie wed as not completely 
passive.  In order to avoid any question as to whet her their beneficial 
ownership is being reported on the proper form and in order to provide greater 
investment flexibility and administrative uniformit y, these persons have 
decided to file their beneficial ownership reports on the more detailed 
Schedule 13D form rather than on the short-form Sch edule 13G and thereby to 
provide more expansive disclosure than may be neces sary. 
        (a), (b) and (c) - This statement is being filed by one or more of the 
following persons: Gabelli Group Capital Partners, Inc. ("Gabelli Partners"), 
Gabelli Asset Management Inc. ("GBL"), Gabelli Fund s, LLC ("Gabelli Funds"), 
GAMCO Investors, Inc. ("GAMCO"), Gabelli Advisers, Inc. ("Gabelli 
Advisers"), Gabelli Securities, Inc. ("GSI"), Gabel li & Company, Inc. 
("Gabelli & Company"), Gabelli & Company, Inc. Prof it Sharing Plan (the 
"Plan"), MJG Associates, Inc. ("MJG Associates"), G abelli Foundation, Inc. 
("Foundation"), Mario Gabelli, Lynch, and Interacti ve.  Those of the foregoing 
persons signing this Schedule 13D are hereafter ref erred to as the "Reporting 
Persons". 
        Gabelli Partners makes investments for its own account and is the parent 
company of GBL.  GBL, a public company listed on th e New York Stock Exchange, 
is the parent company for a variety of companies en gaged in the securities 
business, including those named below. 
        GAMCO, a wholly-owned subsidiary of GBL, is  an investment adviser 
registered under the Investment Advisers Act of 194 0, as amended ("Advisers 
Act").  GAMCO is an investment manager providing di scretionary managed account 
services for employee benefit plans, private invest ors, endowments, foundations 
and others. 
        GSI, a majority-owned subsidiary of GBL, ac ts as a general partner or 
investment manager to limited partnerships and offs hore investment companies 
and as a part of its business may purchase or sell securities for its own 
account.  It is the immediate parent of Gabelli & C ompany. GSI is the 
Investment Manager of Gabelli Associates Fund, Gabe lli Associates Fund II, 
Gabelli Associates Limited, ALCE Partners, L.P., an d Gabelli Multimedia 
Partners, L.P.  GSI and Marc Gabelli own 45% and 55 %, respectively, of Gabelli 
Securities International Limited ("GSIL"). GSIL pro vides investment advisory 
services to offshore funds and accounts.   GSIL is an investment advisor of 
Gabelli International Gold Fund Limited, Gabelli Eu ropean Partners, Ltd., and 
Gabelli Global Partners, Ltd. 
        Gabelli & Company, a wholly-owned subsidiar y of GSI, is a broker-dealer 
registered under the Securities Exchange Act of 193 4, as amended ("1934 Act"), 
which as a part of its business regularly purchases  and sells securities for 
its own account. 
        Gabelli Funds, a wholly owned subsidiary of  GBL, is a limited liability 
company. Gabelli Funds is an investment adviser reg istered under the Advisers 
Act which presently provides discretionary managed account services for The 
Gabelli Equity Trust Inc., The Gabelli Asset Fund, The Gabelli Growth Fund, The 
Gabelli Convertible and Income Securities Fund, Inc ., The Gabelli Value Fund 
Inc., The Gabelli Small Cap Growth Fund, The Gabell i Equity Income Fund, The 
Gabelli ABC Fund, The Gabelli Global Telecommunicat ions Fund, Gabelli Gold 
Fund, Inc., The Gabelli Global Multimedia Trust Inc ., The Gabelli Global 
Convertible Securities Fund, Gabelli Capital Asset Fund, Gabelli International 
Growth Fund, Inc., The Gabelli Global Growth Fund, The Gabelli Utility Trust, 
The Gabelli Global Opportunity Fund, The Gabelli Ut ilities Fund, The Gabelli 
Blue Chip Value Fund, The Gabelli Mathers Fund, The  Gabelli Woodland Small Cap 
Value Fund, The Comstock Capital Value Fund and The  Comstock Strategy Fund 
(collectively, the "Funds"), which are registered i nvestment companies. 
        Gabelli Advisers, a subsidiary of GBL, is a n investment adviser which 
provides discretionary advisory services to The Gab elli Westwood Mighty Mitessm 
Fund. 
        The Plan, a qualified employee profit shari ng plan, covers substantially 
all employees of GBL and its affiliates. 
        MJG Associates provides advisory services t o private investment 
partnerships and offshore funds.  Mario Gabelli is the sole shareholder, 
director and employee of MJG Associates.   MJG Asso ciates is the Investment 
Manager of Gabelli International Limited, Gabelli I nternational II Limited, 
Gabelli Performance Partnership, and Gabelli Fund, LDC. 
The Foundation is a private foundation.  Mario Gabe lli is the President, 
a Trustee and the Investment Manager of the Foundat ion. 
        Lynch is a public company traded on the Ame rican Stock Exchange engaged 
in manufacturing.  Interactive is a public company listed on the American Stock 
Exchange and is a holding company with operating su bsidiaries engaged primarily 



in the rural telephone industry.  Lynch and Interac tive actively pursue new 
business ventures and acquisitions. Lynch and Inter active make investments in 
marketable securities to preserve capital and maint ain liquidity for financing 
their business activities and acquisitions and are not engaged in the business 
of investing, reinvesting, or trading in securities .  Mario J. Gabelli is a 
director, officer and a substantial shareholder of Lynch and Interactive. 
        Mario Gabelli is the majority stockholder a nd Chairman of the Board of 
Directors and Chief Executive Officer of Gabelli Pa rtners and GBL, and the 
Chief Investment Officer for each of the Reporting Persons.  Gabelli Partners 
is the majority shareholder of GBL. GBL, in turn, i s the sole stockholder of 
GAMCO.  GBL is also the majority stockholder of GSI  and the largest shareholder 
of Gabelli Advisers.  Gabelli & Company is a wholly -owned subsidiary of GSI. 
        The Reporting Persons do not admit that the y constitute a group. 
        Gabelli Partners, GBL, GAMCO, and Gabelli &  Company are New York 
corporations and GSI and Gabelli Advisers are Delaw are corporations, each 
having its principal business office at One Corpora te Center, Rye, New York 
10580.  Gabelli Funds is a New York limited liabili ty company having its 
principal business office at One Corporate Center, Rye, New York 10580.  MJG 
Associates is a Connecticut corporation having its principal business office at 
140 Greenwich Avenue, Greenwich, CT 06830.  The Fou ndation is a Nevada 
corporation having its principal offices at 165 Wes t Liberty Street, Reno, 
Nevada 89501.  Lynch is an Indiana corporation havi ng its principal business 
office at 50 Kennedy Plaza, Suite 1250, Providence,  Rhode Island 02903. 
Interactive is a Delaware corporation having its pr incipal place of business at 
One Corporate Center, Rye, New York 10580.

Gabelli, GBL, and Gabelli Partners is indirect with  respect to Securities 
beneficially owned directly by other Reporting Pers ons.
