3. Reasonable Country of Origin Inquiry Description

Curtiss-Wright conducted an applicability assesdredetermine whether its manufactured or contichtd be manufactured
products may contain conflict minerals 3TG. Baspdruthe findings of our applicability assessmenti€s-Wright surveyed
Tier 1 suppliers thought to represent the highektaf supplying components that do or may con8i® from one or more of
the covered countries (RCOI). Supplier engagendlavwed these steps:

* A broad communication was sent to our supplyebagarding Section 1502(e)(4) of the Dodd-Franll \Btaecet Reform
and Consumer Protection Act.

» Where possible, contract terms and conditions weydified to incentivize complianc

» Anintroduction email was sent to suppliers tifead as being high risk of supplying 3TG and resgting that they
complete conflict minerals surveys. Curtiss-Wrighirogram utilized the Electronic Industry CitizieipsCoalition
(EICC) and Global e-Sustainability Initiative (Gg8lonflict Minerals Due Diligence Template (EICC-&élemplate)
for data collection.

» Following the initial introductions to the pr@gn and information request, attempts were maderttact each non-
responsive supplier requesting survey completioipp8ers contacted were offered assistance. Thistasce included,
but was not limited to, providing further informati regarding our inquiry, including an explanatafrwhy the
information was being collected, a review of how thformation would be used, and clarification melyag how the
information needed could be provided.




» [Escalation protocols were initiated for sup@iesho continued to be narsponsive after the above contacts were r

» Supplier responses were evaluated for consigt@acuracy and gaps both in terms of which praluetre stated to
contain or not contain necessary 3TG as well astigin of those materials. Additional supplier aggment was
conducted to address issues including incompldateaaEICC-GeSlI reporting templates, responsediiiatot identify
smelters or refiners, responses which indicatedcgay location without complete supporting inforimatfrom the
supply chain, and organizations that were idemtifie smelter or refiners, but not verified as ghohugh further analys
and research.

4. RCOI Resultsand Due Diligence

A total of 2,738 suppliers were identified as e for the RCOI process. Approximately 51% of ¢hesppliers responded to
the companys survey request. Of these responding suppliefs,d8ponded yes as to having one or more of theategl metal
(3TG) as necessary to the functionality or proauctf the products they supply to Curtiss-Wrightfitwation. Based on its
RCOI mentioned above, Curtiss-Wright could not datee whether the necessary conflict mineralsrigioated in the DRC or
an adjoining country or, ii) came from recycledsorap sources.

Accordingly, Curtiss-Wright has exercised due difige on the source and chain of custody of suctictaminerals that
conforms to the OECD Due Diligence Guidance forfg®esible Supply Chains of Minerals from Conflictiddted and High-
Risk Areas, Second Edition, an internationally ggiped due diligence framework, as defined in F&8Dnunder 17 CFR
249b.400. As such, Curtiss-Wright's products praduin calendar year 2014 are DRC conflict undeteable, as defined in
Form SD under 17 CFR 249b.400.

Based upon the size and complexity of our suppdepthe various markets we participate in, anatimeber of
products we provide, the Corporation took a supgéntric approach for inquiry based upon the matdithe
material and likelihood of 3TG content.

The Corporation relies on our suppliers, whose ammepts may contain 3TG, to provide us with inforiorat
about the source of conflict minerals containethencomponents supplied to us. Our direct suppéiegs
similarly reliant upon information provided by theuppliers.

The Corporation leveraged the EICC/ GeSl surveystmuct our inquiry and gather information for due
diligence efforts.

The Corporation evaluated supplier responses aridrpeed a manual review of responses identifiedigls-risk
through “Red Flag” checks.

3) Design and implement a strategy to respond to iitkehtisks

The Corporation designed a risk mitigation andective action plan through which the due diligeactvities
are implemented, managed and monitored.

The Corporation established a management dashbadrdeekly management review in which we track and
address our communication efforts and supplieraesgs, or lack thereof.

Non-responsive suppliers or inadequate responsesidressed through a predetermined schedule of améil
telephonic follow-up communications.

The Corporation evaluated responses and assessédramformation provided against the Conflict &re
Sourcing Initiative (CFSI) conflict-free smeltersts.

Management reviewed supplier responses to complyaur policy. We addressed supplier responses with
follow-up letters where deemed appropriate.
